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The Chinese Economy:

Where Next?

Advice from a Former
Deputy Secretary of State

Over the past several years, the economic slowdown in
China has raised alarm across the globe. Some analysts
posit that the country’s economic miracle has finally run its
course. Is it a return to double-digit growth, a realistic goal or
a fantasy? We interviewed former Deputy Secretary of State
and Mauritus C. Boas Professor of Economics at Harvard,
Richard N. Cooper. A seasoned scholar in the field of
international trade, the 82-year-old professor has had a long

history with China.

Professor Cooper first visited China in 1979 as a part of the
delegation representing the Carter administration. His goal
was to oversee a ftreaty to boost commercial contact
between the two countries. Cooper still recalls the warm
hospitality of his counterparts in China. This trip took place
against the backdrop of initial reforms under Deng Xiaoping.
Deng perceived that China was heading in the wrong
direction, so he sought to enact a series of reform measures.
According to Professor Cooper, “Deng was impressed by the
growth of the Four Asian Tigers - Japan, South Korea, Taiwan
and Singapore. He thereafter set out to change the direction
that China was heading.” For the Chinese people, this was
an exciting period filled with hope for a brighter future. But
half a century after the Reform and Opening Up, the Chinese

economy is faced with enormous hurdles and risks.

In fact, Professor Cooper believes that prospects for future
growth are grim. According to Chinese official statistics, GDP

growth stood below 6.7%, increasing at the slowest pace

since 1990. Professor Cooper offered an in-depth analysis of
the structural factors that are stalling growth. “First, China
enjoyed a huge demographic dividend for the past few
decades. Population dividend here refers to the high ratio of
working-age population to the total population, which frees
up resources and confers a significant economic advantage.
But beginning in 2012, this began to decline.” In addition, a
rapidly aging population and other demographic constraints
have dragged down economic growth in China. Professor
Cooper also found that the massive movement out of
agriculture negatively affects growth. As migrant workers
demand higher wages, factories face higher overall costs,
which translates to reduced export competitiveness. Cooper
also noted, “The rate of return on capital and return on
investment in China have been in continuous decline. These

may be signs of an impending crisis.”

Cooper also underscored that China lack a dispute
settlement mechanism integral to a thriving free market.
Foreign investors will be at ease in the Chinese market only
when China creates a level playing field through an
independent judiciary. Cooper asserted, “By 2020, the
Chinese government hopes that Shanghai will become a
global financial center. Given how things are today, this is
virtually impossible. In Hong Kong, the little guy can go
against a big guy and still win. That can’t possibly happen in
mainland China, since political leverage and personal
relationships often take precedence over law.” Cooper

added that a law school professor in China recently lost his
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job after claiming that the government should follow its own
constitution. This lack of a reliable justice system has prompted
institutional investors to set up their own arbitration agreements.
According to Cooper, most judges in China were brought up in
the Cultural Revolution era and lack any significant legal
education. However, a new generation of reform-minded lawyers,
most of whom are educated overseas, has gradually begun to

emerge.

Professor Cooper also expressed his views on widening income
inequality in China, whose Gini coefficient is reaching a
dangerous threshold for social unrest. “Income or wealth
inequality is not necessarily bad; it may be a necessary evil,”
Cooper argues, “l think looking at the causes of these disparities
is more important. | can name three primary ones — skill-based
inequality, the urban-rural divide, and corruption.” According to
Cooper, skill-based inequality may even be positive indicator of
economic advancement. If an ambitious entrepreneur or a
corporate executive generates greater economic value, they
deserve better pay. There is no surprise that higher income tends
to incentivize innovative behavior, as has also been observed in
China. But other structural policies seem to perpetuate a vicious
cycle in the nation. To name one, Cooper sees glaring problems in
the hukou system, a household registration system that strictly
limits citizens’ right of abode and work. The hukou system
attempts to restrict urbanization and domestic migration, putting
rural residents at a severe socioeconomic disadvantage. With
limited access to higher education and social welfare benefits, the
disparity between rural and urban regions has sharpened over the
years. Moreover, Cooper sees corruption among the higher ranks
of officialdom as a major ongoing challenge for the Chinese

economy. Some members of the political establishment have

amassed huge fortunes, causing resources to be concentrated in
the hands of a small elite and distorting redistribution over the
long term. Cooper acknowledges, however, the effect of
anti-corruption efforts under the current administration: the
campaign has targeted specific individuals, often stripping them
of party membership.

Finally, Cooper evaluated the outlook on the Chinese real estate
market. “Looking at China as a whole, | don't think there is a
strong reason to believe that there is a national bubble. Of course,
we need to examine city by city, and local real estate markets may
be overvalued. Another concern is that some cities in China have
fallen victim to over-zealous development schemes. Take for
instance Chongging, where entire apartments are often vacant,
and many structures are left half-complete. They can’t even use
them as parking lots. That’s a total waste of capital. As for bubbles
among some tier-1 cities like Shanghai, the Chinese government
should seriously consider implementing a residential property tax

and other real estate taxes to inhibit speculative investment.”

On a concluding note, Professor Cooper highlighted that China is
facing numerous hurdles and that economic prospects are
marked by uncertainty. To maintain sustainable growth, Cooper
suggested that the Chinese government enact a new series of
bold reforms. The professor spoke with regret about recent
censorship of discussion about economic policy, and expressed
his hope that various stakeholders across the country could freely
debate the merits of specific policies. “For the sake of its own
future development, China needs to foster free debate in the
economic policy arena.” It will no doubt be interesting to see how
things unfold as the world’s second-largest economy reaches a

new crossroads.

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Interview with Arunabh Ghosh

Professor Arunabh Ghosh joined the Harvard faculty in 2015
as a historian of modern China. His work on environmental
history links South and East Asia by the shared experiences

of China and India, where Ghosh grew up.

Professor Ghosh, I've heard that you are working on a
book about China’s monumental Three Gorges Dam. Is
that correct?

In my class, | will teach the Three Gorges Dam as a specific
site of environmental change, but my book project is actually
a little different. It argues against precisely that kind of
fascination with individual technological achievements. My
interest comes from the simple recognition that China has
the largest number of dams in the world — by a tremendously
large margin. There are estimates that suggest that China
has 40% of all dams taller than 30m. One would expect that
China, a large and densely populated country would have a
large number of dams, but the number of dams in China is
still disproportionate to its share of territory and population.
In the last sixty to seventy years, around 80,000 dams, large
and small, have been built in China. | believe that what
ultimately matters is our understanding of scale in history. All
other questions are related to the question of scale: what are
the labor relations? What technologies are used? Do you use
local skills, or do you bring in experts from afar? Just looking
at the three gorges alone won't enable us to observe a
dynamic of scale and the impact it had on people and the

environment since the 1950s.

What do you think is particularly Chinese about China

having so many dams?

In Western scholarship, there is an obsession with continuity
in the Chinese state as an agent shaping the environment.
Wittfogel and Marx have argued that the control of water
resources has always been a core issue for Chinese states.
On the other side, Mark Elvin's Retreat of the Elephants has
shown the importance of local agency in control of this key
resource. Communities joined together to vote for
magistrates in charge of the irrigation systems. The fact that
there was a long history and a strong state shaping those
systems, however, does not answer the question of why
there are so many dams. This is the question | am working to
answer.

Dam construction has been commonplace in many countries
since the 1930s, and many are still actively promoting
hydraulic energy as a superior technology. In China, this is
happening at a speed that is concerning, given the social

and environmental stakes.

Is scale the main reason why English-speaking readers
should be interested in Chinese dams?

For historians, there is always the danger of making China
exceptional. My goal is to show that historical phenomena
are ultimately interconnected. To that end, there is a need to
decenter the Western experience, which still informs our
notion of the norm. This is an significant issue in
contemporary historiography.

From a more practical point of view, there is another danger:
everybody is interested in innovation, and the less exciting
work of infrastructure maintenance is neglected. The leaking
dam of Oroville showed earlier this year that knowing to
maintain infrastructure is just as important as pushing the

frontiers of knowledge.
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Where does your connection with South Asia come into
play?

Dams in China are not just a question of Chinese history. The
fact that all major rivers of South and Southeast Asia originate
in the Tibetan plateau is a powerful material link between East,
South and Southeast Asia. China is recently raising a great
deal of concern by discussing whether to dam the Yarlung
Tsangpo that flows from Tibet into India and Bangladesh. Of
course, international conflicts of this sort also occur in other
parts of the world. But studying the disputes that emerge
between China and its neighbors over the use of international
water resources gives us a sense of what conflicts we will
have to expect with increasingly frequency in the near future.
In addition, there is a constant learning from each other, a
constant circulation of people and expertise. Studying this
“‘internal” circulation is just as important for the West as the

study of its own influence on other regions of the world.

Is India also interested in hydraulic technology?

Nehru called dams “the temples of modern India.” This quote
poetically captures the idea that energy, technology and
industry are essential to modernization efforts that dominated
virtually the entire global south at that time. Nowadays, there
is a lot of dam construction underway in India, even if the

numbers aren'’t as strikingly off the charts as in China.

What do Indian historians say about this phenomenon?

What | observe in India is similar to the approach of Chinese
historians. They typically look at the management of a
particular river, creating narratives of the river's meaning for
the local economy and culture. In China, the best example is
the Yellow river, “China’s sorrow” as they say, because it
constantly floods and creates devastation. Linked to that is the
question of how irrigation has expanded. Recently, there have
also been many studies on individual dam projects, such as
the Sanmenxia Dam or the Three Gorges Dam. Linked to that
are studies of civil society responses that ask how affected
people negotiate with the state. What the field still lacks is a

study of dam building itself as a historical phenomenon.

Could one say this is mainly a story about engineering?

Engineering is definitely a huge part of it, especially since |
am interested in labor relations. The ecological component
also becomes very central once we talk about scale. | want to
know how local experiences shape cultural norms and notions
of ecological impact, and how this stands in a dialogue with
scientific standards. This is my outline as of now, but
ultimately my argument will depend on the sources and where

they take me in my research.
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Jonas Ruiegg is a PhD student in History and East Asian Languages
at Harvard University. He is originally from Switzerland, where he
grew up speaking German. Since childhood, he has had a strong
interest in foreign languages, and later seized opportunities to study
in ltaly, Japan and Taiwan. After graduating from the University of
Zurich, he came to the U.S. to study at Harvard in the Regional
Studies — East Asia masters program. His current research is in early
modern Japanese history, with a focus on environmental history. His
dissertation will discuss Japan’s maritime history and international
exchange in early modern East Asia’s. Through the study of

Chinese, he hopes to develop a truly transnational approach to
history.
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Professor Liang Chen of Nanjing University is a current visiting
scholar at Harvard University’s Fairbank Center for Chinese Studies.
Professor Liang’s research interests include modern Chinese social
history and higher education history. Born and raised in Yangzhou,
Jiangsu, Prof. Liang received his Bachelor’s degree in History and
Economics from Peking University and his PhD in History from
Tsinghua University. Professor Liang, his wife, and their four-year-old
son moved from Nanjing to Cambridge in August. He decided to
come to Harvard to continue a research project with Professor Peter
Bol and to make connections with the many leading scholars of
Chinese history at Harvard. In addition, he wanted his son to have
the opportunity to learn English and attend pre-school in the United
States. It has been a pleasure getting to know Professor Liang and
seeing him every day at the Fairbank Center. Although he is very
busy with various projects, he is always extremely friendly and
helpful. | very much appreciate his willingness to sit down for a
interview for the Chinese Language Program newsletter and to give
me insight into his current research projects and views on America’s
university system, among other topics.

During our interview, | was interested in learning more about
Professor Liang’s motives for coming to Harvard as a visiting
scholar. According to him, “first, Harvard is the best university in the
world, especially in the field of Chinese history. Harvard is home to
many exceptional historians of China. Secondly, | am working on a
research project with Professor Peter Bol. We hope to work together
because we each have separate databases on officials of ancient
China and on those who passed the imperial examinations. We
would like to combine our two databases.”

Every year, Harvard’s Fairbank Center for Chinese Studies
welcomes around ten visiting scholars. During their time at Harvard,
they undertake various research projects, give lectures, and attend
many of the Center's community events, such as the Mid-Autumn
Festival, Lunar New Year, ping-pong games, and afternoon tea time.
Professor Liang notes that, of the things he loves about the Fairbank
Center, “there are two main aspects. The first is that the Fairbank
Center always has many famous scholars giving lectures on various
topics. The lectures are very engaging and touch on topics that |
have never thought of before. At the Fairbank Center, we have
opportunities to meet the best scholars and they discuss topics that
are rarely discussed in China, such as politics or contemporary
affairs. | thought that because we study history, we don’t pay much
attention to contemporary issues, but here we have many
opportunities to hear from the best scholars on some of these
issues. My second favorite thing at the Fairbank Center is the
availability of research materials. Fairbank’s Fung Library and the
Yenching Library have more resources than similar libraries in
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China. The materials here are very special and unattainable in
China. In my time here, | have found many precious and helpful
research materials, for example Qing and Republican era
resources. | didn’t know about this before coming to Harvard, but |
think the wealth of resources in the libraries is one of the best parts
of being at the Fairbank Center.”

Professor Liang enthusiastically continued, “another benefit of
working at the Fairbank Center is that the professors here need no
introduction. The majority of the Fairbank Center professors are
well-known in China, in particular the Chinese historians, such as
Professor Liz Perry. Everyone knows the Fairbank Center professors
and has read their books. For professors from China, the
application to be a visiting scholar at Harvard and to work alongside
these outstanding professors is extremely competitive.”

Although this is not Professor Liang’s first time in the United States
(after receiving his PhD, he spent two years at the China Research
Center at Michigan University), this is his first time at Harvard. As he
has spent the past eight years teaching at Nanjing University and
possesses a nuanced understanding of China’s higher education
system, | asked him to compare Harvard University and Nanjing
University. According to Professor Liang, “the first difference
between universities in China and the U.S. is that in America,
universities do not have a gate.”

Professor Liang further commented, “China doesn’t understand the
education system in America. Many Chinese people complain that
our universities have many problems and we should emulate
America by giving students more interview or creative opportunities,
or emphasizing different abilities beyond just test-taking and rote
memorization. This view is logical, but they don’t understand the
risk, reality, or effectiveness of the American system. In China,
parents, to a certain extent, are more attentive when it comes to
their children’s education. It would also be risky to change our
education system in ways we don't fully comprehend. Universities in
the U.S. possess vitality and foresight in their research. In middle
schools in China, children do not have creativity. While the higher
education systems in the U.S. and China both have problems,
scholars need to do more research on these topics. Everybody has
feelings and opinions, but currently there is not enough research.”
We also discussed in what ways American universities should learn
form their counterparts in China. Professor Liang has a deep
understanding of this topic: “my opinion is that we should not take a
practice from China and directly apply it to the U.S.; this is not
suitable because the two countries are completely different. Also, in
China, people do not understand that the U.S. is an immigrant
society and an immigrant country. | believe that the foundation of

America’s vitality is not its college education, but more rather its
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ability to attract students from around the world and to mobilize
diverse talent. | think this is what America should aim to preserve.
For example, Harvard students are excellent because even though
the university is expensive and difficult, the best students from
around the world come here to study. However, in China it is
different. The best students from around the world will not likely to
consider going to China to study.”

Professor Liang’s research is also outstanding. His main motive for
coming to Harvard was to continue two different research projects.
The first project is to analyze and compare his database with that of
Professor Peter Bol. Professor Bol’'s database contains information
on the family backgrounds of Song Dynasty officials and those who
passed the imperial examinations. They are currently working on
statistical analysis of this database. Prof. Liang has a similar Qing
Dynasty database and hopes to combine his work with Peter Bol’s.
In addition, Prof. Liang recently published an article on university
students in Shanghai during the Republican Era. He analyzes their
social origins, including their family backgrounds and educational
experience. In the article, he explores the different kinds of people
who were able to obtain university degrees during this period of
China’s history.

Over the course of our interview, we also discussed U.S.-China
relations-in particular, the benefits of academic exchange.
According to Professor Liang, “starting from the end of the 20th
century to the early 2000s, America used cultural and interpersonal
exchanges to develop relationships with China. Tsinghua University
has proven a great model of this strategy. In terms of culture and
education, China and America have always maintained a relatively
good relationship, and China considers America an important
model.”

| also asked him about Hillary Clinton’s well-known idea of “people
to people” diplomacy. From 2009-2013, when Hillary Clinton served

as Secretary of State, she encouraged more American students to
study abroad in China. In addition, she funded new programs to
support U.S.-China exchanges. According to Secretary Clinton,
“people to people” diplomacy is extremely important to America’s
overall foreign policy and will result in a more empathetic society.
Prof. Liang agrees with this notion: “I think Hillary is correct. She
understands different cultures, and if our two countries promote
more exchange in this realm, it will certainly be beneficial to
U.S.-China relations. The U.S. also understands that Chinese
society is not as open, and that in certain realms, such as national
defense, China will not be accommodating. However, in terms of
education, if the U.S. and China work together, how could there not
be a beneficial outcome?”

In closing, Professor Liang enthusiastically encourages Harvard
students to travel to Nanjing for several reasons: “Nanjing University
is considered a very important research university in China. Nanjing
is not like Beijing or Shanghai. Beijing is China’s political center, and
Shanghai its business center. Nanjing focuses more on culture and
academics. So, if you are interested in Chinese culture or science,
then Nanjing is an ideal place for you. Furthermore, the cost of
living in Nanjing is much lower than in Beijing or Shanghai. Also,
Nanjing does not have as much pollution as Beijing, so life is more
enjoyable.” | agree with all of Professor Liang’s opinions and they
align with my experience living in Nanjing. | hope to return to
Nanjing someday and see my new friend Liang Chen.

We wish Professor Liang and his family safe travels on their return to
Nanjing in July, and hope to see them soon.

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Abstract:

Writing, as one of the four skills for acquiring a language, is
an important indicator of successful language acquisition. It
is also the most difficult skill for learners to acquire,
especially at the discourse level. Many discourse errors are
found in the written work of advanced L2 Chinese learners.
However, previous research on Chinese learners’ writing has
focused on errors made by non-heritage students; errors
made by heritage students have received less attention.
Halliday (1961) distinguished three discourse functions: the
ideational, the interpersonal and the textual. Building on his
framework, this study seeks to discuss the nature and
causes of errors in heritage students’ writing. Pedagogical
implications and suggestions for further research are also

provided.
